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1. Introduction 

The Australian and NSW governments are funding the Rankin Park to Jesmond section of the 

Newcastle Inner City Bypass. The bypass will be built to the west of John Hunter Hospital. 

 

In July 2022, a design and construct contract was awarded to Fulton Hogan Construction Pty Ltd who 

will finalise the design for the bypass and started major construction in March 2023. 

The project will take three years to complete, weather permitting and will involve building a 3.4 

kilometre four-lane divided road including: 

• a northern interchange at Newcastle Road 

• an interchange providing access to the John Hunter Hospital precinct 

• a southern interchange at Lookout Road 

• structures to improve connectivity in the bushland for people and animals 

• off-road provisions for pedestrians and cyclists. 

In accordance with section 66(6) of the POEO Act the following report details all required monitoring 

undertaken over the reporting period.
